Prize, Medals and Scholarship

1)
Under the Special Assistance Programme, Junior Research Fellowship are available for doing Ph.D., Provide the candidate has passed the U.G.C.’s national level test

(2)
Under the Special assistance Programme, 4 National Merit Scholarship of Rs.250/- per month tenable for 2 years were available during 1985-95. In the IIIrd Phase, these have been discontinued.

(3)
Faculty Merit Scholarships of Rs.60 per month for M.A. studies – 5 scholarships are decided by the Dean on merit basis. These scholarships are for subject taught in the Faculty.

(4)
Lotwala Foundation Scholarship: Ranchhoddas Lotwala Foundation Scholarship Fund for awarding scholarship ever year in three instalments, to a student to passes at first attempt at the B.A Degree Examination of the M.S University of Baroda held in march – April with economics as major subject with highest number of marks but not less than 50% marks in economics (major) and who prosecutes further studies in this university for the M.A Degree course with economics (Entire). The scholarship will be tenable in favour of the said student for the second year of M.A -2 provided the student continues further studies for M.A – 2. Recipient of this scholarship is not permitted to accept or continue receiving any other scholarship, If the first scholar does not accept the scholarship, the next in merit is awarded (M.S.U Annual report 1973-74 P.15-16).

(5) Faculty scholarships of Rs.25/- and of Rs20/- per month to be awarded by the Dean, on merit bases at FYBA, SYBA, TYBA. These scholarships are for all subjects taught in the faculty.

(6) Shri Lalit Prasad Shree Prasad Dave memorial price fund:  Donation of Rs.1500/- from Smt. Vikaswara H. Dholakia and Shri H.L. Dholakia. For Awarding price in case to the student who passes the B.A [Special] final year degree Examination with Economics as his major subject. Of the M.S University of Baroda held in march – April at first attempt obtaining the highest number of marks in the subject of economics [major].[Annual Report of the M.S. University of Baroda for the year 1970-71

(7) Prince Dhairyashilrao Sayajirao Gaekwad Scholarship: The students whose parents or guardians annual income from all sources does not exceed Rs.10000 & who have secured atleast 50% marks or an average B Grade at the first year of Master’s, can apply for the award. The applicant will have to produce a certificate of income of their parents/guardians obtained either from Taluka Mamlatdar or a salary certificate of the employer, in case of service. In case of deserving students, on the recommendation of the Head of department the Dean may waive any one of the above two conditions.

(8) Dr. [Smt.] Malvika Patel Memorial Prize: [See Section 08, Economic Society]

(9) Shri. G. H. Desai Gold Medal to be awarded to the candidate passing M.A. Economics Examination at first attempt standing first among them with at least 50% class marks.

(10) Shri. J.N. Sharma & Smt. Shanti Sharma Merit Scholarship: This scholarship instituted by Shri. J.N. Sharma, a former staff member through a donation of Rs.90000/- is to be awarded to a student who passes the B.A. Degree examination of the M.S. University of Baroda held in March/April/May with Economics as major subject & who prosecutes further studies in the M.S. University for M.A. Degree course with Economics entire. The scholarship of Rs.400/- per month is tenable for M.A. Part-II also, provided the student continues the study & is regular in studies.
