=> Ph. D PROGRAMME

       The Department has excellent research facilities under which a student can register himself for the Ph. D Programme in the area of Banking and Business Finance. At present 2 faculty members are recognized as Ph. D guides. Besides, we have Reserve Bank of India Endowment unit which also provides research fellowships for pursuing Doctoral degrees to four Research Fellows for a period of 2 years. After completion of Ph. D, such research fellows can be absorbed by the Reserve Bank of India, if found suitable.

· FACILITIES AND LEARNING RESOURCES

@     The University has provided sufficient space to students, teachers and researchers in the Department. The RBI Endowment Unit has three computers of its own. Apart from the Faculty’s computer is also available for use to any research student and the teacher.

@     All the teachers and research fellows are allotted a separate cabin/room.

@     Excellent library with current literature in the area of banking and finance is          available at the central library of the University. Library of RBI Endowment Unit and a separate Book Bank has also been established to provide academic support to students and the teachers.

@     Teaching Aids in the form of the overhead projector [from Faculty] and public speaking system facility also available in the department.

=> STUDENT SUPPORT AND PROGRESSION

          In order to promote needy and deserving students following facilities are available: -

1. The faculty offers free-ship to poor and deserving students.

2. The University gives scholarship money to the toppers of Graduate and P.G. courses.

3. At the University level two Gold Medals are instituted for the toppers in the M.com Banking. They are: -

·  Prof. B. H. ELAVIA Education Trust Gold Medal

4. Prof. B.H. ELAVIA Education Trust also offers a Gold Medal to the topper at the M.com Final level and also awards cash prizes to toppers of M.com and P.G. Diploma in banking course.

5. The Vardhaman Co-operative Bank Ltd. has instituted cash award to the topper at the P.G. Diploma in Banking course.

6. Bank of India has instituted a cash prize to the student who passes the B.com with minimum 60% of marks at first attempt.

· PLACEMENT OF STUDENTS

                The students of M.com are assigned marketing project work by leading Private Sector Banks in the city. Also, these students are sent to local Banks for practical training on voluntary basis.

· BOOK BANK

           Our Book Bank is equipped with more than 600 latest books in the area of Banking and Finance. Further, 5 Journals are also subscribed and kept at the Book Bank for the use of teachers and students.

· FOREIGN STUDENTS

            Our Department draws student from far away countries like Kenya, Nigeria and Jordan etc.

· PRACTICE TEST AND INTERNAL TEST

            Since there is Internal Examination before the Annual Examination, in order to give practice to our P.G. students, most of our teachers conduct 2 to 3 practice tests on voluntary basis and guide students as to how they can perform better at the Annual Examination. With effect from this year i.e. 2003-’04 an Internal Test having weightage of 20% marks is made mandatory at M.com level also, apart from P.G. Diploma in Banking where it is already implemented since last year.

· ADMINISTRATIVE ASSIGNMENTS

            So, far three Heads of Department namely Prof. B.G.SHAH, Prof. M.D.SHARMA, Prof. J.K.SYAN have performed their duties as the Dean of the Faculty.
